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Abstract: A literature survey was carried out for bryophytes reported from Tottori Prefecture, Japan. In the amount,

312 species (including 6 varieties) of 137 genera from 47 families of mosses, 124 species (including 1 subspecies and 1

variety) of 54 genera from 32 families of hepacisc, and 3 species of 2 genera from 1 family of hornworts are recorded.
